Explanation of Requirements
Paperwork
1. Brainstorm (2)

· You must use Freemind

· A detailed brainstorm will get 2, a brainstorm without much elaboration will lose a mark.

2. Notes on the Maltese Falcon (3)

· Your notes must be neatly typed.

· To achieve full marks you must include notes on text, shots, music & sound, costume, acting, lighting, set and plot.  Less detailed notes will cause you to lose marks.

3. Script (5)

· Your script should be typed up using appropriate conventions.

· Your script must allow a story to unfold as well as giving a clear sense of characterisation.

4. Storyboard (5)

· Use the suggested template.

· Your storyboard must show the use of a range of shot types arranged so as to create a compelling narrative.
5. Set & Costume Design Sketches (5)

· These may be computer generated or hand drawn.

· Your illustrations must include annotations.

6. Research (5)

· Your research must be neatly typed.

· You must include notes and images.

· You must acknowledge all sources.  If you use online sources you must record the date of access, url and title of the website.

7. Production Journal (5)

· Your journal must be neatly typed.

· You must include regular entries reflecting the development of your project.

· Each entry must include a description of what has been done, problems encountered, solutions envisaged and solutions implemented.

· Individual entries do not have to be too long, the emphasis is on a journal that reflects on the production process in its entirety.

Film

1. Blue Screen Composites/Cinematography (10)
· Your lighting must be appropriate.

· Your footage should be in focus.

· Your blue screen “cut-outs” should be as clean as possible without noticeable dropouts.  There should be no visual noise.
· The arrangement of different elements should be convincing.

2. Backgrounds & Set (10)
· The backgrounds must match the set i.e. take note of point-of-view and lighting.

· The set must contribute to the diegetic effect.

3. Credits & Text

· The design of credits and text elements is an important part of the overall design concept of a film.

· The credits & text must reflect the overall design concept of the film.

· Text elements must be used appropriately.

4. Editing (20)
· You must combine a range of different shots in a meaningful way, remember to use master shot, cut-ins and cut-aways.

· You must integrate virtual objects and real-life footage effectively.

· Your sound editing must reinforce your visual elements.

5. Sound (10)
· Dialogue must be clear with as little unwanted background noise as possible.

· Music should be use effectively and when appropriate.

· Appropriate sound effects must be used.

6. Authenticity/Diegetic Effect (10)
· Does your film create a compelling narrative?

· Does your film look like something from the 1940s?  Have you paid homage to film noir?

· This assessment item looks at the overall success of your film.

Dvd

1. Case Cover (10)
· Is your design effective, does it give your film the capacity to stand out on the shelves of a dvd store, does it project a forties feel?
2. Dvd Design (5)

· Have you adapted the design for the case appropriately for printing on a dvd?

· Is the title clear?

3. Menu (5)

· Have you adapted the case cover design to serve as a menu background?

· Does the menu allow the viewer to play the main feature and any additional features easily?
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
